They may give a
brief synopsis of them to Senior Staff or the Members, but no one who is not an elected official has any policy making
role. That is reserved for the Elected Members of the New york state senate.

We are not a Court of Law, so findings of fact and conclusions of law are reseved for the Judicial Branch of our
Government. We pass Laws, the Governor approves them, and the Judicial system interprets them.

As for staffing, other payroll issues and printing costs, they can be obtained through the Freedom of lnformation Act
process (FOIL) from the Secretary of the Senate."
