May 19, 1995 complaint filed with Manhattan D.A. Robert Morgenthau’s Special Prosecutions Bureau by Elena Sassower, Coordinator, Center for Judicial Accountability – handwritten on the pre-printed form of that office.
This complaint charges the Commission on Judicial Conduct with knowingly and deliberately protecting high-ranking, politically-connected judges by dismissing, without investigation, complaints of criminal misconduct filed against them, accomplishing this by promulgation of rules violative of its statutory mandate that the Commission investigate all complaints except those it determines to be facially without merit.   See Article 78 proceeding, DORIS L. SASSOWER v. COMMISSION ON JUDICIAL CONDUCT OF THE STATE OF N.Y., #95-109141  (Herman Cahn, assigned justice).

Addendum --
If there is the slightest question as to the serious and criminal nature of the complaints filed with the Commission on Judicial Conduct, the documentary evidence submitted to the Commission should be requisitioned.  Alternatively, we will expeditiously make available to you such documentary proof establishing either “probable cause” to believe that the misconduct complained of had occurred or  the “prima facie” evidence.  Additionally, we will produce for you scores of complainants whose complaints of serious misconduct were summarily dismissed by the Commission – without any finding by it that the complaints so-dismissed were facially “without merit”.
