SENATE

The Senate is courposecl of 63 r"Iem.bers elected for trvo-year tenns fi'om clistricts
arorurd the state. Each Senator represerts approxiruately 308,000 comtihrerrts. The
Senate conducts its legislative busiress tluoug& the operation of 34 Stalcling Conurrittees.

The Senate elects fi'om aruoog its Meurbers, for a tr.vo-year tenn- two altemating
Temporary Presidents rvho direct and grride the busiless of the Senate. appoint irvlernbers
to Senate Standing Committees, ald appoilts the Senate's stafT. The serving Teurporary
President acts as the presicling officer in the abseuce of the Lieutenant Gor.emor or ilIay
clelegate this duty to another ll{eurber. Each Confererrce of the Senate chooses a Leacler
fi'om among its rnembership.

Budget Highlights

The reconrnended appropriatiou for the Senate of $91,903,6-5,1 for FY 2014-1,s

represents the tlfth consecutive year of zero gu'orvth rvith no change in the arrorurt of the

recorunended appropriation. Since Jammry of 201I the Senate has acldeved cost savings
by reducrng statT levels by over 300 errployees, c,:nsolidatecl certail acltninistrative
fiuctions and departnerts, restricted staff travel aud createcl othel operational
eillciencies that will once again, enable the Senate to operate rvell rvithin the

rec onunended appropriation o f $ 9 I . 90 3, 6 -5,4.

ASSEMBLY

The Asselrbly is composed of 150 rneurbers, froru districts around the state, rvho are

elected for trvo-year tenrx. Each lvleruber of the Assembly represents approxirnately
ng.Ac} constituents. The Asseurbly conducts its legislative brxiness tlirough the
operation of 38 standinq conunittees.

The Assembly rnembers elect a Speaker who directs ald gticles the business of the

As.senrbly, and appoitts meurbers to Assernbly Standing Colunittees and Asserubly
leadership positions. The Speaker seryes as the presiding officer of the Asseubly. The
minority party of the Assetrbly chooses a lvlinority Leader fi'orn their membership.
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Budget Highlights - Assembly

Tlie recouunelclecl appropliatiol tbr FY i0l-l-l-i of Sl0l.196--19l represents tlie tifl'h
comecutive -veal of zero Slo\\th rvith no clrange in the arrorlrlt of the recommenclerl
appropriation. Over the past tel vears, the Asseurblv's appropriatiol has increased bv
olly 8.l9ir. rvhile the Corxruuer Price Iudex has ilcleasecl by approximately 289o.
Druing this periocl. the Assernbly lias controlled its spending tlirough operational
et]-rciercies ilcluding a rechrction in payroll of over 300 positions.

FISCAL COMMITTEES

The Govemof's ann116! budget bills a1d the budeetary proposals for the Legislanue
and Judiciary are refered to tlie liscal conunittees of the Serate and the Asseurbly when
iltroclttcecl ancl are reportecl by.- thern- rvith leconunendations. to the Legislanue.
Desipurated represerrtatives of the corrunittees ale constinrtionall,r: erititled. to atteud the
required hearings for the preparation of the budget and to make inquiry conceming an-v

pafi thereof. These cotunittees also consicier all bills introchrced in the Leeislanue
carrying appropriations or providing tbr State expenditrues.

In addition, the Chair:nerr and ranking l\'Iinorit-v },Iernbers of the Senate Finance
Conunittee ancl the Asserubly Ways and N'Ieans Conunittee trurction as arr Audit
Couunittee. rvith the responsibilitv to select an indepenclent certified public accoturtant to
conduct an audit of the state's aruuul financial statemeDts. receive the results of such
indepeudeut audit. and subrnit the resultilg audit cerlit-rcation to the State C'omptroller for
the State' s Comprehensive .Arurual Financial Reporl.

The Commission's
duties, emunerated by Section 80 of the Legislatire Larv, inclucle, distributioru collectiou
and revierv of financial disclosrue stateruents flom legislators, eurployees and candidates

for legislative oihce. issuance of fonlal, birding, advisory opinions and adjudication of
violations of Public Oftlcers Larv based upon substantial basis investigation repofis
received from the Joiut Conrrnissiou on Public Ethics. The Conrrnission is also requiled
to clevelop educational materials and ethics trainiug iu conjturctiou rvith ancl at the request

of the Legislahue. respond to infomral requests for guiclance, uraintain a public rvebsite

and prepare repods as requiled by stahrte.

The C'omnission dlafts or aids il the ch'aftin-e of Iegislative bills and resolutiorx. and may
aclr,ise as to the constihrtionality. consistency or effect of proposerl legislation upon

request of a menrber or colunifiee of either house of the Legislanrre.

The Comnission uraittains and operates the Legislative Reh{eval Service. a clatabank

of Nerv York State stahrtes ancl nrles ard regulations of state aqencies. The Couunissiott's
buclget covers the cost of statf" office leases. equipmeut aud supplies, ald the prilting of
legislative bills, session larvs, Senate arcl Asseurbly Jouaals. and the Legislative Digest.

The Coumission receives revenrles liom the private sale of subscriptions to the

Legislative Digest ancl to the Legislative Retrieval Service (LRS), 'lvhicli are cleposited

i-nto the Legislative Conputer Seryices Fturd, a Special Revenue Frurcl. and rsecl to offset

the costs of operating the Conurussion's courptlter systeus.

LEGISLATIVE TASK FORCE ON DEMOGRAPHIC RESEA RCH
AND REAPPORTIONMENT

Tbe Task Force on Deuogmpluc Research and Reapporlionrnent rvas establislted by

Chapter 45 of the larvs of 1978. ancl provides technical plans for meeting the

Legislattue's responsibiliry tbr reapporlionnent of Senate, Asseutbly and Con-qressional

dishicts. Using a Geoptaphic Intbr:uation System database, it also condrtcts research

projects relating to the collection and rne of census data and other statistical infomation.
Tlie Task Force revenues received from the sale of data and services are deposited in the

Legislative Cornprrter Services Fturd, and may be used to offset the Task Force's costs.



NATIONAL CONFERENCE OF STATE LEGISLATURES DUES

The Nationai C'orference of State Legisianues (NC'SL) is a bi-partisan orsalization
created to serve the legislators ald statT of each State Legislanrre. NC'SL provides
research, teclurical assistance, a fonun for cliscussion and inibmration on developrnelts iu
state-tedeml relatioris. All state legislators and their stali' urernbers are elisible to
participate in the Conference, rvhich is suppofied frorn dues assessed to each State
Legislahue based on state population total.s,
