I have received no response from you to my above-attached May 16, 2018 letter/NOTICE and May 30, 2018 letter
concerning CJA’s (2") citizen-taxpayer action, to which your predecessor, Attorney General Schneiderman, is a named
defendant, sued for corruption, in office.

This is to give you NOTICE that two weeks from today, on June 28, 2018, or shortly thereafter, | am intending to file
plaintiffs’ perfected appeal of Judge Hartman’s November 28, 2017 decision & judgment at the Appellate Division, Third
Department and -- based on its showing of plaintiffs’ entitlement, as a matter of law, to summary judgment on each of
the ten causes of action of their September 2, 2016 verified complaint and on each of the reiterated ten causes of action
of their March 29, 2017 verified supplemental complaint-- to accompany it with an order to show cause for a
preliminary injunction, with TRO, pursuant to CPLR §5518, to enjoin the ongoing larcenous disbursements of taxpayer
monies to fund the statutorily-violative, fraudulent, and unconstitutional commission-based judicial salary increases —
and the district attorney salary increases linked thereto.

So that you will be fully prepared to proceed, on that date, | herewith furnish you with plaintiffs’ “Questions Presented”
and appellate brief, which | have already drafted.
