The lastslit, charging The Times with betraying its First Amendment responsibilities to the public, isbrought by the Center for Judicial Accountability, lnc. (cJA) and its director, Elena Ruth Sassower.The libel causes of action are based on a Timeso column, "Wen the Judge Sledgehammered TheGadfly", about Ms. Sassower, then serving a siimonth jail sentence in D]C., after conviction on a'disruption of Congress" charge. An analysis of the col-umn, annexed as Exhibit A to the Verifiedcomplaint, demonshates that the column is "deliberately defamatory',, ..knowingly false andmisleading", and "completely covers up the politically-explosive undertylni national and New york
st91:s of the comrption of the processes ofjudicial seleciion and disciplirie, involving our highestpublic officers".
