control responsibilities"

Legislative Law Article Vl (5589-92) is entitled "lnternal Control Responsibilities of the State Legislature". lts $90,

entitled "lnternal control responsibilities", reads as follows:

"1. The senate and the assembly shall each:

a. establish and maintain by rule guidelines for a system of internal control; and

b. establish and maintain a system of internal control and a program of internal

control review for their respective house.

2. ln order to identify all the components of the legislature and their responsibilities for the

purposes of implementing the provisions of this article, the temporary president of the senate

and the speaker of the assembly shall jointly issue, and at their discretion, periodically revise a

schedule which lists all components of each of their respective houses of the legislature. The

temporary president of the senate and the speaker of the assembly may identify in a schedule

components for which joint internal controls and internal control reviews will be established

and maintained."

presumably, the current "guidelines for a system of internal control" that Legislative Law 590(1Xa) required the Senate

and Assembly to establish "by rule" are Senate Rule Xlll and Assembly Rule Vll, each entitled "Guidelines for a System of

lnternal Controls". lf not, pursuant to Senate Rule XIV ("Freedom of lnformation"), Assembly Vlll ("Public Access to

Records"), and Public Officers Law Article Vl ("Freedom of lnformation Law" [F.O.l.L]), please furnish the promulgated

guidelines and, additionally, records establishing:

1. the current "system of internal control and...program of internal control revieu/'that

the Senate and Assembly established pursuant to Legislative Law 590(1Xb);

Z. the current schedule listing "all components" of the Senate and Assembly" - including, if

identified therein, the "components for which joint internal controls and internal control

review" have been - or were to be - established pursuant to Legislative Law 590(2).
