
MINUTES OF THE 2022-2023 GENERAL CONFERENCE COMMITTEE MEETING #1

On Monday, March 14, 2022, at 6:11 p.m., the initial meeting of the General Conference Committee convened, for the reconciliation of differences between budget resolutions and bills relating to the 2022-2023 New York State budget, at the joint call of Senate Temporary President Andrea Stewart-Cousins and Assembly Speaker Carl E. Heastie using Zoom video teleconferencing in Albany, New York.  


The Members of the General Conference Committee are  Senators Andrea Stewart-Cousins, Liz Krueger, Michael N. Gianaris, José Serrano, and Robert G. Ortt, and Members of the Assembly Carl E. Heastie, Helene E. Weinstein, Crystal D. Peoples-Stokes,  Phil Ramos, and William Barclay. Alternate Committee members are Senators Andrew S. Gounardes and Andrew J. Lanza, and Members of Assembly Jeffrion L. Aubry and Edward Ra. All Committee Members were present for the meeting, except Senator Ortt.  

Senator Stewart-Cousins opened and welcomed everyone to the first meeting of the 2022-2023 General Conference Committee. Senator Stewart-Cousins introduced the Senate representatives and gave an overview of the Senate Majority’s budget proposal then  introduced her Senate colleagues from both Conferences.
Speaker Heastie then made welcoming remarks and introduced his Assembly colleagues.  Speaker Heastie provided an overview of the Assembly Majority’s values and priorities as cemented within the Assembly’s budget resolution, noting overlap between it and the Senate’s budget resolution.
Senator Lanza then offered remarks on behalf of the Senate Minority Conference followed by Minority Leader Barclay on behalf of the Assembly Minority Conference.
Speaker Heastie announced that the Senate and Assembly have executed the Joint Certificate calling for the convening of the General Conference Committee and subcommittees to discuss the differences in the budget plans adopted by both houses. Copies of the Joint Certificate were filed with the Secretary of the Senate and the Clerk of the Assembly.
  Senator Stewart-Cousins announced the appointment of Shelley Andrews as the recording secretary to the General Conference Committee on the part of the Senate.  Speaker Heastie announced the appointment of Brian Haak as the recording secretary to the General Conference Committee on the part of the Assembly.
Speaker Heastie announced that each conference will appoint representatives to the various subcommittees, which will be announced through press releases. 

Senator Stewart-Cousins announced that the General Conference Committee will meet as needed and that the various subcommittee meetings will begin following the General Conference Committee with the schedule of such subcommittee meetings to be announced via press release.

Speaker Heastie declared the meeting was adjourned, subject to the call of the co-chairs, at 6:26 p.m.
